


• Located on the same unconformity within an identical geological setting  as  
• Goldcorp’s Red Lake Gold Mines. 
 
• Initial drill program to has commenced! 

• Strategically located along prolific mine trend directly between the Red Lake Gold 
Mines (RGLM) & the Bruce Channel Discovery (BCD). 

 
• In 2008, Goldcorp purchased the nearby Bruce Channel Deposit for more than       

$1 billion. 
 
• Project is host to a minimum of three gold deposits and a NI43-101 resource. 
 
• Goldcorp has proposed a high-speed tram to link RLGM to the Cochenour mine 

workings as part of the plan to mine BCD and the surrounding areas 
 
• This tram, that passes through the JV ground, will open up some of the most       

prospective geology in the camp to exploration at depth 
 
• This project represents the last property on the “Mine Trend” not owned by       

Goldcorp. 

• Located on strike from Goldcorp’s 
multi-million ounce Musselwhite 
Mine. 

 
• Phase I of drill campaign designed 

to confirm historic geological data 
completed. 

 
• Musselwhite 2008 production; 

210,500 ounces at an average of 
5.56g/t Au. 

 
• Drilling highlights include 21.33 g/t 

Au across 2.1m
